荷兰艺术家、语言学家乐安东博士（Dr. Anton Lustig）与妻子李旸及当地合作伙伴共同创办的榕树根项目，是致力于云南景颇族儿童教育的公益项目，旨在将景颇族传统文化贯穿于特色的双语和艺术教育之中，在实现文化传承的同时帮助孩子树立自信、发挥创造力。

项目基于乐安东在景颇村寨20年的研究和深厚感情，持续地为孩子们带来真正需要的帮助。项目位处云南省德宏州滇缅边境，是中国受毒品和艾滋病危害最严重的地区之一。景颇山上的孩子们生活在自然多样、文化丰富的美丽山林，有着良好的语言和艺术天赋，同时却又在错综交织的各类社会问题中挣扎。榕树根以精心设计的木偶戏、摄影、自然创作等丰富的活动课形式，长期开展语言和艺术教育，帮助孩子们了解自己的民族，认知“自我”，开阔眼界，提升学习兴趣并树立自信，鼓励他们用艺术去表达，勇敢追求梦想，用积极的心态构筑起对毒品的自然抵御。

Prop Roots: Empower Jingpo children with their own culture and creativity!
The non-profit educational program Prop Roots was started by Dutch artist and linguist Dr. Anton Lustig and his Chinese wife, the NGO activist Li Yang, and is operated together with their Jingpo, Han-Chinese and overseas friends. The program is based in a beautiful Jingpo mountain village in China’s southwest corner: Dehong prefecture in Yunnan province. This area borders Myanmar and is severely affected by drugs and HIV/AIDS. Jingpo kids, growing up in this much troubled but also ethnologically and ecologically very diverse environment, are natural multi-linguals and generally much gifted in the arts. However, their development is hampered by the complex social and health problems in the area, and they are at a great disadvantage in the prevailing examination-oriented education system.
The educational activities of the Prop Roots Program boost the Jingpo children’s language skills, and encourage them to express themselves by more than conventional means.  Prop Roots also encourages Jingpo children to expand their knowledge and horizons by connecting them with pen pals and volunteers/visitors from elsewhere in China and abroad. The most basic of our goals is to deepen the kids’ understanding and appreciation of their own ethnicity and native land. That improves their sense of identity and self-esteem, so that they can dare to speak out and reach for their ideals, become more thoughtful and creative, and stand strong against the temptation of drugs.
